Angus took out the top steer and carcase interbreed award, the O’Connor Trophy, at the Adelaide Royal show. The award is for the best three steers of one breed judged on the hoof and hook. Angus finished with 309 points, 18 points ahead of the next best team, Poll Herefords with 291 points and Simmentals third with 289.3 points.   

The Angus team comprised steers bred in South Australia and Victoria and prepared and exhibited by schools and colleges.

· A steer bred by the McFarlane family’s Wellington Lodge, Tailem Bend, SA, and exhibited by the Meningie Area School, SA.  

In the stud classes, a pair of Red Angus was judged the all breeds supreme champion pair. They were Drayton Park Gemstone X72 exhibited by Darryl Burpee, Drayton Park Red Angus, Flagstaff Hill, SA, and Trevone Park King Pin exhibited by Triple M Angus, Wagga Wagga, NSW.
In the Angus classes, judge Lew Smit from WA made the senior and grand champion Angus bull was the 1390 kg Rossander Black Matthew W49 exhibited by Andrew Anderson, Warrnambool, Vic.
