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ANGUS ENCOURAGES PRODUCERS TO VOTE

Australia’s largest beef cattle breed organization has urged beef cattle producers to exercise their votes in the imminent industry-wide Beef Ballot proposing an increase to the cattle transaction levy.

“While many of Angus Australia’s 3000 members are suffering from drought, we must continue to go forward and secure the high level markets in Japan and Korea and increase domestic consumption,” said Angus Australia’s President Dennis Ginn.

“Changes in consumers’ preferences, the eventual re-entry of America into our export markets, and increased competition from Latin America all mean we must do everything within our power to maintain and in fact increase market share”, he said.

However Mr Ginn said all sectors of the industry should contribute and this must be transparent to reassure producers the whole industry is united in the quest for more market share and increased productivity.

With Angus comprising one in four of all cattle now registered in Australia and around half the British and European breed bulls sold at auction, Mr Ginn said Angus Australia had a special responsibility to show leadership , not only in the improvement of productivity and eating quality, but in general industry affairs.

“A vigorous and forward thinking MLA is imperative to the future of our industry but it must have the funds to do so,” he said.
